Criminal & Motor Vehicle Requirements for State Certifications

CRIMINAL RECORD CHECKS

   It is our expectation that all home providers, adults living/working in

   a community residence, and staff will have a NH criminal record check

   completed on them through the NH Department of Safety.  I realize that

   there are several agencies who were doing "national" checks in the past,

   but are now correcting that practice and doing actual NH criminal record

   checks on everyone.  We have been issuing deficiencies even when these

   new records were completed just prior to our review, as they were not

   completed "prior to hiring or contracting", but I have made the decision

   from this point forward we will only be issuing deficiencies in specific

   situations.

   For anyone who was hired, contracted, or living in a community residence

   on or before 6/30/2011 and who did not have an actual NH criminal record

   check completed at that time, it is our expectation that a NH criminal

   record check will have been completed on or before the next scheduled

   review for that home.  Anyone who we come across in this category who

   has not had a NH criminal record check completed by the review day for

   that program will be issued a deficiency.

   For anyone who was hired, contracted, or living in a community residence

   on or after 7/1/2011, it is our expectation that a NH criminal record

   check will have been completed prior to hiring, contracting, etc.

   Anyone who we come across in this category who has not had a NH criminal

   record check completed will be issued a deficiency.

MOTOR VEHICLE RECORD CHECK

   It is our expectation that anyone who transports individuals will have a

   motor vehicle record check completed through the NH Department of

   Safety, if their current license is issued by the State of New

   Hampshire.  If their current drivers license is issued from another

   state, the expectation is that you obtain a motor vehicle record check

   from the department of motor vehicles or department of safety from the

   state that issued their current license.

   As this may be different from what some agencies are doing at this time,

   we will only issue a concern from this point through June 30, 2011 when

   we come across situations where they do not have a drivers check through

   the appropriate source.  From July 1, 2011 forward, we will issue a

   deficiency for this issue.

   Some agencies are currently utilizing a national company or their

   insurance company to compete these checks.  These documents will

   continue to be accepted as long as that company or insurance agency can

   provide you with documentation showing that they obtained their

   information from the appropriate source.
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
